Her 
grandmother is a retired music 
teacher from public school but now 
she is working with us as a music 
teacher and teaching gospel song in 
Sunday School. 

   Through our Sunday school and mu-
sic classes, Thyda can play gospel mu-
sic and songs. She likes to dance 
Khmer traditional dancing. She dem-
onstrates more skill and practice than 
the other students in the class. She 
enjoys Sunday school class and espe-
cially performing music and dancing 
during Christmas and Easter time.  
She is the best dancer in our music 
group.  She is one of our children who 
performs Christmas and Easter  
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drama every year.  With the 
help of our ministry, through 
GBGM, she is able to con-
tinue her studies at the public 
school and music classes in 
the community with our mu-
sic teacher. She also has a 
chance to continue her Eng-
lish higher level through our 
supporting program.
